Sunday, March 9.

Set-up hours are: Friday, March 7, from 4:00 P.M. to 9:00 P.M., and Saturday, March 8,

from 7:00 A.M. until 10:00 A.M. The committee will begin setting up the room early Friday afternoon, and help is appreciated.
If YOU COME EARLY TO HELP, PLEASE DO NOT EXPECT TO SET UP YOUR DISPLAY IMMEDIATELY. If all tables
are COVERED AND MARKED before 4:00 P.M., you may begin setting up, but PLEASE give us time to do the groundwork
first! We always do dealer booths first.

Demonstrator space up to 18 feet of table length is available. Only that which is demonstrated may be offered for sale.
10% of all sales over $75.00 must be paid to the host clubs.

January 15,2008 is the deadline for demonstrators and exhibitors to return contracts.

All demonstrators and exhibitors are required to participate for the duration of the show. Nothing may be dismantled until after 5:00
P.M. on Sunday, March 9.

Drawing for the Grand Door Prize will take place at 4:30 P.M. Sunday evening. At 5:00 P.M., all visitors will be expected to
leave the show. Dealers, demonstrators, and exhibitors must REMAIN BEHIND THEIR TABLES. After the room has been
checked, by the Show Chairman and delegated assistants to be sure no unauthorized persons remain, student workers and other
helpers will be readmitted to dismantle the show.
We are sorry that it has become necessary to follow this procedure, and your cooperation will be
appreciated.

The host clubs will provide: (1) tables (front) covered by white skirting. Other front covers are not permitted. (2) Adequate security
from 6:00 P.M. on Friday, March 7 to until 7:00 P.M. on Sunday, March 11. (3) Electrical outlets to booth areas.

The host clubs: (1) are not liable for loss due to fire, theft, accident, or other circumstances beyond their control, nor for
personal accidents; (2) reserve the right to assign space; (3) possess the right to have objectionable material removed.

Selling is restricted to commercial dealers and demonstrators (for only the type of material they demonstrate).
